Synthesis and Evaluation (Big6 #5 & 6)

Please refer to previous editions of the Battle Born Bulletins for Big6 I #1, #2, #3, and #4.

Big 6! #btakes all of the information that has been gathered for solving an information problem doing two
things with the information. First, put all sources into a usable organized format, a format that is usable for thi
final product. A student will want put the information into whatever an instructor has assigned such as a term
paper format, a classroom presentation, etc. A business person may need to put the gathered information int
spreadsheet, database, or a profit plan. A family may want to use all information gathered to buy a new family
automobile, a new home appliance, or new family service and have the information assembled into a present
format. While doing this one should ask how will the information be organized? How should the information
be presented? Once these questions are answered the final product is at hand.

Big6! #6 is the final step for the problem solving modét this point it is time to judge both the product and

the process. For both school and business projects it is good to ask if the final product is what was required.
the final product fit what was assigned. For solving any information problem ask if each of thesBig8 was
completed efficiently. By completing each of the six steps and answering the above questions comes the rew
of solving an information problem.
